Key terms

Higher education study

These are advanced education programs
that are typically offered at university level
as Bachelor, Master and Doctoral Degrees.

Mature age

Mature age students are those who are 21
years of age and over. These students may
be admitted to a course without meeting
the formal academic requirements if they
have relevant work experience and other
acceptable qualifications.

Non-Year 12 applicant

You may be considered as a non-Year 12
applicant if you meet one of the
below criteria:

 you have previously attempted or
completed post-secondary study at
Certificate IV or above, or

* you are currently enrolled in an Australian/
overseas Year 12 study or program
(including the 1B) and have post-secondary
studies at Certificate IV or above, or

* you have no Australian or overseas
secondary studies and no post-secondary
studies at Certificate IV or above.

Offer rounds

A series of dates on which offers of higher
education places are issued to applicants
throughout the year, whether through a
tertiary admission centre or directly by a
higher education provider.

Pathway

A Foundation Program or Diploma offered
by Deakin College that prepares students
for entry into Deakin University courses.

Personal statement

A written case made directly to

Deakin College to judge acceptability

for enrolment. Students must state their
reasons for applying as well as detailed
information on the amount of time they can
commit to studies, and any prior studies or
work experience completed (or reasons for
not completing prior studies, if applicable).

Trimester:

At Deakin College there are three trimesters;
Trimester 1 runs from March to June;
Trimester 2 runs from June to October;
Trimester 3 runs from October to February.

Victorian Certificate of
Education (VCE)

A senior secondary certificate that provides
pathways to tertiary education, advanced
certificate courses, and employment in

the workforce.

VCE Vocational Major

The VCE Vocational Major (VM) is a
vocational and applied learning program
within the VCE designed to be completed
over a minimum of two years. The VCE
VM will give students greater choice

and flexibility to pursue their strengths
and interests and develop the skills and
capabilities needed to succeed in further
education, work and life.

Victorian Tertiary Admissions
Centre (VTAC)

It is the central office that administers the
application processes for places in tertiary
courses, scholarships and the Special Entry
Access Scheme at universities, TAFEs and
independent tertiary colleges in Victoria
(and a few outside Victoria).

Weighted Average Mark
(WAM)

This is a calculation of all your relevant
unit outcomes within a course.

The WAM is weighted by taking into
consideration the credit points of a unit
and the result.

To calculate the WAM for your diploma
course, you will need the achievable
credit points for your passed, failed and
withdrawn units and the mark for each
of those units.

Work and life experience

For those who want to apply for a

Deakin College program on the basis

of work and life experience, a short
statement articulating how they will use
the knowledge, skills, abilities and personal
qualities gained through life experience

to succeed in their chosen course.
Additionally, references and/or a statement
from the employer substantiating the

work claim are required.

Year 12 applicant

You may be considered a Year 12 applicant
if you meet one of the below criteria:

¢ you are currently enrolled in an
Australian or overseas Year 12
program (including the IB) with no
post-secondary studies, or

you have previously attempted or
completed an Australian/overseas
Year 12 (including the IB) with no
post-secondary studies, or

you have previously attempted or
completed an Australian/overseas Year
12 (including the IB) with post-secondary
studies of Certificate |, Certificate Il or
Certificate Il (but not Certificate IV
